Course Description:

This course aims to increase students’ understanding of 17th-century English literature by examining a range of texts, including a non-Shakespearean corpus of prose, poetry, and dramatic works, as well as context and to introduce students to a range of interesting and enjoyable examples of literature. By the end of the course, students will be introduced to various approaches to seventeenth-century literature: authorial, genre, and thematic, which will provide new ways of reading and understanding the texts produced in this period. Students will be asked to consider the achievements of the writers and gain a basic understanding of the main genres in the period.
Aims of the Course (Course Objectives) are to:

· Present an awareness of the period's social, economic, cultural, and political conditions.

· Understand the literary tradition of the 17th century.

· Read and write about the major literary figures of the period and their styles.

· Interpret the major literary texts of the period.
