This course is planned to define what Romanticism is and how it came into being in the second half of the 18th and early 19th centuries in England. In so doing, the course will first study social, political, cultural, economic and religious aspects from the second half of the 18th century to the early 19th  century and then enable the students to see the relationship between the spirit of the age and literary romanticism. The course will also have students develop a wide range of understanding and perception of the critical debates related to the literature created during the Romantic age by reading particularly William Wordsworth, Samuel Taylor Coleridge, John Keats, Lord Byron, and Shelley. Finally, students will study major Romantic poets and their selected works in a critical way.
Aims of the Course (Course Objectives) are to:

· State social, political, economic, historical, philosophical and cultural aspects of the late 18th century and early 19th century.
· Establish the relationships between the development of Romanticism and social, political, economic, historical, philosophical and cultural aspects of the late 18th century and early 19th century. 
· Assess individually major Romantic poets and their works.
· Have general knowledge of the major authors and their works.
